The Foundation does not award grants to:

· individuals;
· support ongoing operating expenses of well established organizations’ or deficit funding;

· fund needs that should more properly be funded by the organization operating budget;

· mature endowment funds;

· sectarian or religious purposes.

HOW TO APPLY   The original and fifteen (15) copies of the application (materials preferably duplexed - back-to-back) are to be submitted to the Foundation office.  Corinne Zielke Baseball Fund applications and any prior evaluation reports must be submitted by  March 2, 2012.
